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The format of this guide follows a 4 week course of study. Tut: The Story of My Immortal Life has been divided into 

four sections. Each section is comprised of discussion questions and follow-up activities. The lessons in this guide 

are suitable for independent readers or group settings.  

 

After engaging in group discussion, students are asked to respond to one of the questions posed in each course 

section by journaling. A Journal Response and Comprehension Rubric is available on page 5, which is helpful in 

assessing understanding and personal connection to the discussion questions and the story.  

Journals can be purchased or can be personalized by making them out of everyday materials. Instructions for 

making hand-made journals are presented in the two Ehow.com links below.
